AP PORTFOLIO ASSIGNMENT
This is a chance to showcase what you’ve actually learned from writing so many in-class essays. 

During the AP boot camp weeks (April 5-18), you will write: 


1 open ended response essay 

(hw due Apr. 4/5)

2 prose essays 



(#1 hw due Apr. 23/24, #2 in class on Apr. 23/24) 

2 poetry essays 


(#1 hw due Apr. 29/30, #2 in class on Apr. 29/30)
You will also participate in a number of writing workshops, grading workshops, and peer reviews. Keep all of your materials from these weeks, as well as any in-class essay materials you have from earlier in the school year. 

In order to encourage your participation, you will receive a daily grade (actually a double-weighted daily grade) for completing the essays on time, as follows: 


On time, reasonable effort: 

  20 points


One class late, or markedly poor effort: 10 points


More than one class late: 

  0 points

Notice that if you complete all five essays on time, you get 100 points. This is your grade—a completion grade for all five essays, combined. 

This assignment is worth two daily grades for the sixth six weeks.
At the end of AP Boot Camp, you will reflect on your writing process, pulling together your best essays into a portfolio of your work. Here’s what you will turn in: 

-two essays from the boot camp weeks that you feel represent your best work (must be in 

different genres—not two poetry essays, not two prose essays) (30 points per essay; 

60 points total)

-two in-class, AP essays that you wrote prior to the “best work” essays (These two essays 

may come from any genre—poetry, prose, or open-ended—but they should 

represent deficits in your work that you feel you’ve worked hard to correct since you 

wrote them.) (These two essays may come from the AP boot camp week, but you’re 

also welcome to use any AP-style essay written for my class earlier in the year.) (You 

do not get points simply for including these essays. If they are missing, however, 20 

points will be deducted from your grade—10 for each essay.)

-your AP essay reflection sheet (40 points)
So what is this “AP Essay Reflection Sheet?” 

Answer the following questions. Aim for a good-sized paragraph—about 3/4 of a page typed and double-spaced—for each question: 

1) For your first “best work” essay: On the AP scale of 0-9, what grade do you feel this essay deserves? Justify your answer with specific evidence from the essay and specific evidence from the AP Scoring Guidelines sheet. Use this question to evaluate your essay honestly, but also let me know what you are most proud of about this product. (10 pts.)
2) For your second “best work” essay: On the AP scale of 1-9, what grade do you feel this essay deserves? Justify your answer with specific evidence from the essay and specific evidence from the AP Scoring Guidelines sheet. Use this question to evaluate your essay honestly, but also let me know what you are most proud of about this product. (10 pts.)
3) What two or three problems do you see in your early essays that you’ve worked hard to correct? Justify your answer with specific evidence from your two early (imperfect) essays and your two “best” essays—show us where you see improvement from earlier to later essays. (10 pts.)
4) What issues or problems do you see in your “best” essays that still need work? What do you plan to do to work on these issues? Justify your answer with specific evidence from the “best” essays. (10 pts.) 

Put all of your essays together in a folder with brackets, so I can flip through it. Put them in this order: 


-best essay #1 


-best essay #2


-two early essays 


-AP Essay Reflection Sheet
