
Canterbury Tales Pilgrim Project (complete with a partner)

Illustrate (literally draw) your pilgrim. 

1) Start with the text—what is literally said about the pilgrim in the prologue
2) Make smart interpretations—if your character is super vain, but his clothing isn’t described in the text, what sort of clothing would a vain person wear, for instance?

3) Sketch or paint your pilgrim with the appropriate attire and accoutrement. Include his or her title (or name) somewhere on the page.
4) Draw arrows to each part of the illustration and explain what each part means about that character’s personality. 

-Example: “rosary reading ‘amor vincit omnia’—more concerned with romantic love than heavenly duty”
-Use your words for these descriptions, not quotes from the “Prologue.”
-Think about what the character is doing, but also think about what the character SHOULD be doing—especially for religious figures. Where is the irony? Where’s the critique?
5) At the bottom, write one sentence (in your own words) that summarizes your character. 

This project is due in class on Nov. 4/5. It is a daily grade. 

Artwork Rubric:

A: This drawing or painting shows effort and creativity, revealing the pilgrim in an aesthetically effective manner. Labels are appropriate and descriptive. Overall detailed and colorful, realistically conveying the pilgrim and interpreting the text in a sophisticated manner.
B: This drawing or painting shows effort but not as much time as the “A” artwork. It reveals some details of the pilgrim but is not as detailed in the artwork and/or the descriptions. Overall effective and accurate portrayal of the text.
C: This drawing or painting lacks detail and seems to have taken very little time or effort to complete. The descriptions may or may not effectively represent the pilgrim’s profession and personality (where appropriate).

F: This artwork shows little effort and interprets the pilgrim sparsely or in a way that is not tied to the text. 
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
