Pride and Prejudice Free Indirect Discourse
For the passage that you are assigned, discuss and write the answers together as a group. Give evidence in the form of particular words and phrases, and explain what you think about that evidence: 

1) Do we have any instances of free indirect discourse? (Hint: we do.) Whose voice is the narrator slipping into (i.e. which of the characters)? Look particularly for anything that sounds like someone else’s voice—colloquialisms, grandiose speech, jargony words associated with one particular career, etc. Especially look at value judgments.
2) Why does the narrator slip into free indirect discourse? What does (s)he want us to understand about the character whose thoughts are being used? What judgment does she want us to make about this character? (Is the narrator in agreement with this character? Gently mocking? Harshly condemning?)
