I realize that this IS a rough draft, and not a final copy of the essay. 
Therefore, I will grade for: 

-all elements of the introductory paragraph, especially the thesis

-the logical arrangement of body paragraphs (including topic sentences), all of which work towards proving your argument

-the presence and quality of evidence

-the presence of analysis—commentary about the evidence that both addresses what each quote says and explains how that quote helps prove your thesis/main argument

-the presence of parenthetical citations 

-the quality of your argument, in terms of the ideas you present

-the presence of a conclusion, though it need not be beautiful yet

I will NOT grade for: 

-grammar and style, except where they are so bad that I cannot tell what you’re trying to say. 

-transitions (though including some, even at this point, will probably help me understand your argument better) 

-perfect MLA style parenthetical citations
-the quality of your conclusion, particularly
